The United Nations General Assembly established the United Nations Population Award in
resolution 36/201 on {7 December 1981, The Award is presented annually to an individual or individusls,
ar to an institution or institutions, or to any combination thereof, for the most outstanding contribution to
the awareness of population questions or to their solutions.

The Committee for the,United Nations Population Award selects the Iaureaies of the Award, The
Committes is composed of ten representatives of Members Ststes of the United Nations (4nsigua and
Barbuda, Bangladesh, Benin, Islamic Republic of the Gambla, Ghana, Haitl, Islamic Republic of Iran,
Israel, Poland and Paraguay) clected by the Economic and Social Council for s term of three years
(2016-2018).

Laureates of the 2017 Award

1. Individual (posthumous)

Professor Hans Rosling was setected in recognition of his dedication and unwavering commitment 10
public health, population dynamics and the cradication of poverty in his mmuttiple capacities a9 a physician, a
researcher and 4 teacher, and for his remarkable contribution (o a better undersianding of [nternational and
global health through his numerous publications and Initiatives.

While scrving as o Medical Officer in Northem Mozambique in the 1980s, Dr. Roaling’s
investigations led 1o the discovery of an epidemic paralytic disemse now kmown as Konzs, and spent two
decades stsdying outbreaks of this disease in remote rural areas across Africa.

As a champion of intcrnational cooperation, Dr. Rosling Jed health research collaborations with
universities in Asia, Aftica, the Middle Ezst and Latin America. To educate and raise awarcness on global
hullh lssuu. Dr. Rnshng n:gululy gave pra bono presentations and produced a number of widely distributed

ies and | videos which can be found on the Gapminder website that he co-founded.

Before his untimely death in February 2017, Dr. Hans Rosling was Professar Emeritus at the
Karolinskn Institute, Sweden.

2. Institution

commumitics, but also at the national level, over the past decade.

Through its members ~ Niger’s traditional chiefs ~ the Association has promoted the impravemesnt of
reproductive health care for womien, girls and children in general, It has advocated for the elimination of child,
early and forced marriage, and supported girls’ education, in order to empower them to make appropriate
choices in thelr lives, The Association has been & powerful voice and advocate for increased investments in
health and education.

Through ity advocacy, the Association hes created an enabling environment for addressing population
issues. ACTN has broken long-held taboos by publicly making commitments to family planning and
reproductive heglth in gereral. Since 2001, the Association of Traditional Chicfs af Niger has worked to
promote immunization to prevent diseases and moriality.

36/201. Establishment of the United Nations Population Award*

The General Assembly,

Recalling the World Population Plen of Action,' ndopted by the United Nations World Population
Conference, held in 1974, and noling with satisfaction the significant contributions made by the United
Nations to the implementation of that Plan,

Recognizing the economic and social implications of the population trends, particulorly refated to
development, as desceibed In reports prepared by the United Nations and the United Nations Fund for
Population Activities, which indicate that world population is projecied to grow from 4.4 bitlion in 1980 to
approximately 6.1 bilfion by the year 2(300.

Recognizing the need 1o promote betier awareness and understanding of population issues, especially at
the individua] and community levels of each country nnd in nccordanca with national plans and prioritics,

Further recognizing the special significance of establishing an award in order to promote that objective,

1. Decldes tn establish an annual award, 1o be named the United Nations Population Award, for the most
outstanding contribution to the awrreness of population questions or lo their solutions, by nn individual or
individuals, by an Inatitution or institutions or by any combination thereaf, to be presented through the United
Nations;

2. Adoptr the Regulstions governing the United Nations Population Award, annexed to the present
resolution;

3. Requests the Secretary-General to make the necessary arrangements, under the Regulations, for the
commencement of the Award in 1983, in consultation with the Executive Director of the Unlted Nations Fund
for Population Activilies;

4. Requests the Sccretary-General to establish a Trust Fund for the United Nations Poputation Awzrd to
receive voluntery contributions for the Awerd;

5. Decides that all costs related to the Award should be barne out of the Trust Fund for the United
Nations Population Award,

Regulations governing the United Nations Population Award

Article 1
- Alm

The aim of the United Nations Population Award (hereinafier referred to as “the Award™) is to promote the

solution of population questions through encouraging the efforts of people in population-related activities and
increasing the awareness of population questions.

Article 2
Award

The Award shall be presented annually to oh individual or to individuals, to an institution or institutions, or to
any combination thereof, for the most outstanding contribution to increasing the awareness of population
questions or {o their solutions. No staff member, organ or organization of the United Nations system shall be
cligible for the Award.

The Award shall consist of a diploma, a gold medal and n monetary prize, the amonnt of which shall be
determined each year by the Secretnry-Geneml on the basis of the investment Income of the Trust Fund for

the Award,
The recipient or recipients of the Award shall be announced by the beginning of March each year, and the
Award shall be presented by the Sceretary-General In the middle of June,

Article 3
Financial matiers

. All financial resources reiated 1o the Award shall be composed of the voluntary contributions made by

Member States specifically for the Award.

Contributions for the Awnrd shail be depasited in the Trust Fund for the United Natlons Population Award, to
be established by the Sccrmtary-General pursuant to paragraph 4 of Genernl Assembly resolution 36/201 of 17
December 1981. ’ .

The Trust Fund shall be edministered by the Executive Director of the United Nations Fund for Population
Activities on behalf of the Secretery-General.

All costs relnting to the Aweard shafl be financed from the investment income of the Trust Fund. The
sdministrative costs shall be kept es low as possible.

The Executive Director of the Uniled Nations Fund for Population Activities shall submit to the General
Assembly an annusl report coneerning the Award and the Trust Fund.

cxceeding the number of such places, obtaining in the first batfot a majonty of the votes cast end the largest
number of vates shall be considered selected.

{[ the number of candidates selected under paragraph 3 sbove Is less than the number of the places to be
filled, ndditional ballots shall be held on & basiy of similar to the first one, to fill the remaining plnces,
provided that once one or more individunl candidates have been selected pursuant to rule 7, paragraph 2, the
Commitiee may decide not to select additional ones up to the maximum originally decided. From such
additions! ballots the candidatc obtaining the least number of voles, or on the proposal of the Chairman,
several candidntes having received few votes shall be eliminated.

{f any ballot results in a tie vote anfong all candidates, it shall be repeated; if the tie persists for two such
repeated bellots, the Chalrman shalt select a successful candidoie by drawing lots.
